	CAMHS
	Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) is the name for NHS-provided services in the United Kingdom for children, generally until school-leaving age, who are having difficulties with their emotional well-being or are deemed to have persistent behavioural problems.  CAMHS are organised locally, and the exact services provided may vary, often by local government area.

	Child Arrangements Order (CAO)
	A Child Arrangements Order decides the arrangements for whom a child is to live with, spend time with or otherwise have contact with and  where a child is to live, spend time or otherwise have contact with any  person. 

For example, if your child lives with your ex-partner and you want to see your child at weekends, or you cannot agree which parent the child is to live with, you might want to apply for a child arrangements order.

	Superseded (in law) term for a child spending time with a caring adult.

	McKenzie friend
	Legally, a McKenzie friend is someone who accompanies litigants in person to court.  McKenzie friends generally help a litigant in person throughout the course of his/her litigation, perhaps help with completing application forms, with correspondence, with devising strategies, with the preparation of statements, as well as accompanying the litigant to court.

FNF does not provide McKenzie friends but recognises they can be a valuable resource for those who have limited finance and/ or who wish to represent themselves.  Most charge for their time and expense.  They often attend FNF meetings.

	Parental Responsibility (PR) (order)
	Parents normally have PR by being married to the child’s mother or by being named on the child’s birth certificate.

Parental responsibility means all the rights, duties, powers, responsibility and authority which by law a parent of a child has in relation to the child and his property.

For example, if you are the father of a child but you were not married to the child’s mother and were not named on the birth certificate when the child’s birth was registered, but you want to be recognised legally as the child’s father, you may apply for a parental responsibility order.
